YIELDS FOR SPRING

WHEAT VARIETAL TRIALS

Recently the College sent me the
results of the spring wheat that
was grown in two varietal trials
this past summer. One was raised
on Joe Kirscher’s irrigated land,
and because of late harvest it had
some damage due to hail and heavy
winds. The worst damage was done
to the Conley variety. With moder-
ate damage to all the others except
the two Lemhis, which apparently
were too green at the time the
hail struck and therefore were not
damaged. Below are the test
weights and computed bushel
yields per acre for the various
varieties grown.

You will note that Lemhi 53 and

Lemhi are both high in yield, but
are soft white wheats, while the
others are hard red wheats. The
Rescue x 1831, B51-9 and 1958 x
L33, B 52-9.1 are both new selec-
tions and may in time become
varieties, if they stand up under
all tests. Of the standard varieties
Centana had the highest test
weight and the best bushel yield.

The varietal plot which - was
raised on Rudy Hoppe’s land was
very uniform, and was not sub-
jected to hail and wind damage.
Below are the yields and test
weights of the different varieties
grown.

Again you will note that the two

Lemhis were high and that Cer-
tana was third in this case with
one of the new varieties following
in fourth.

QUALITY REPORT ON
BETZES BARLEY

This fall the College tabulated
all laboratory reports that were
compiled by the grain lab at Mon-
tana State College for the com-
mercial samples of Betzes barley
that it received for quality deter-
mination. There were two hundred
and twenty-one lots examined.
These grains came primarily from
Pondera and Gallatin counties.
The average moisture content in

these samples was 10 per cent with
a low of 8 and a high of 14.1 per
cent. On seven lots there was only
1 per cent dockage while on the

trace of other grains in about 30
per cent and 6.7 per cent contained
other barley varieties.

The average test weight for the
lots was 50.2 lbs. per bushel with a
low of 44 to a high of 55 Ibs. per
bushel. There was a correlation be-
tween test weight and protein,
the lighter the barley the higher
the protein. There was no corre-
lation between irrigated and dry
land on the protein content of
the grain. The average protein for
all lots tested was 12.1 per cent.

The Hanna and Hannchen varie-
ties of the Pacific northwest must
have a test weight of 52.0 pounds
per bushel to grade choice malting
2-row western barley. If this re-
quirement was adhered to for
Betzes it would be very difficult
to make malting grade in very
many cases.

The ust of test weight to deter-
mine quality of malting barley is
questionable. Skinning and break-
hing tends to increase the test
weight.

Samples from the 1958 crop ex-
hibited a high percentage of plump-
ness. Fewer than 12 per cent of
the lots had less than 65 per cent
plump kernels. Plump kernels are
considered those remaining on a
6/64 slotted sieve.

The only samples that were
raised in Broadwater county were
those raised by John and Fred
Kamp of Three Forks.

STILBESTROL, DYNAFAC &
TERRAMYCIN HAVE A PLACE
IN FATTENING RATIONS

Many Montana ranchers are in-
terested in the valué of certain
feed additives in wintering rations
for beef cattle. And to learn more
about them the Montana Agricul-
tural Experiment Station has ex-
perimented with the feeding of
dynafac, stilbestrol and terramycin
in various combinations in winter-
ing rations.. At the recent beef
cattle feeders day at MSC the re-
sults of these tests were reported.
During the 118 day wintering

period the steers in the experiment
consumed an average of 12 pounds
of chopped alfalfa-grass hay, about
one and a half pounds of ground
barley, one and a quarter pounds
of dehydrated alfalfa pellets and
one pound of a grain pellet which
served as a carrier for the addi-
tives.
Of the various combinations of

additives, best results were ob-
tained when a combination of stil-
bestrol and dynafac were used.
Steers on this combination gained
one and three-fourths pounds per
day or 34 per cent more than the
control group which did not re-
ceive any additives.

Steers’ fed dynafac, stilbestrol
and terfamycin in combination
gained nearly as well and showed
a 32 per cent increase over the
‘control group. Steers fed dynafac
or stilbestrol alone showed a gain
of 16 per cent over the control
group.

It is interesting to note that be-
sides making the best gains, the
steers fed the dynafac-stilbestrol
combination required the least
amount of feed per 100 pounds of
